Artillery, 198th Infantry Brigade, Americal Division. He was one of two aerial observers 

on an OH-6A Cayuse helicopter that was shot down. 

 

The pilot of the aircraft was able to make a successful forced landing, but the enemy on 

the ground killed all three occupants. The other observer killed was 1LT Jan Paul 

Christensen from Battery D, 3rd Battalion, 18th Artillery, a graduate of Field Artillery
