Colonel Perpich joined the Army on July 9, 1941 and rose to the rank of Corporal. He was 
commissioned a Second Lieutenant upon graduation from the Field Artillery Officer Candidate 
School on April 22, 1942. He served in World War II and Korea.

Artillery in Germany prior to attending the Army War College in 1960. He later Commanded the 

2nd Infantry Division Artillery and in 1967 became Director of the Tactics and Combined Arms 

Department at the United States Artillery and Missile School, Fort Sill. He served as the Director 

of Instruction at the Field Artillery School until his retirement in December 1969.
